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Boiler Inspections are required in all commercial buildings and
residential buildings that have six or more families.

Inspections are done by NJ State or Insurance Company
High pressure boilers get an annual inspection (1 year)
Low pressure boilers get an annual inspection (1 year)
Pressure Vessels get a tri-annual inspection (3 years)
Pressure Vessel inspections began October 2008

Internal inspections are required for all boilers that are
equipped with a manhole and handholes. (FT & WT Boilers)

Cast Iron bolilers get an external unless an internal can be done

Steam bollers get an internal every year fireside & waterside
Inspection.

Hot water bollers get a fireside every year and a water side
every 2 years.

Pressure vessels get an external inspection unless an internal
can be performed.

1 A steam or hot water heating plant with an indicated or rated
capacity that exceeds either 499 square feetheating surface or
100 boiler horsepower or 1000 kilowatts or 4,000,000 BTU
Input regardless of pressure or temperature condltlons and

only when the building or building being served is deemed
occupied.
